Stewed 
cranberries, dry pomegranate, and a hint of black cherry make this an unforgettable vintage. 

2 0 1 8  O U B L I É   $ 7 5
4 0 %  G R E N A C H E ,  3 0 %  M O U R V È D R E ,  3 0 %  S Y R A H

At �rst taste you will never believe this is a 2018. Soft and approachable with dark cherry and 
vanilla aromas, coupled with blueberries and crushed black pepper on the palate. Each component 

of the blend seems to �t together like the perfect puzzle piece. 

2 0 1 8  V E R T I G O   $ 7 5
5 5 %  S Y R A H ,  2 5 %  M O U R V È D R E ,  2 0 %  G R E N A C H E

Ver tigo star ts with aromas of spice, dark chocolate and soft purple fruits on the nose. 
The palate surprises you with a touch of cayenne amongst juicy ripe fruit. We recommend 
making this your BBQ staple. Pair with pork ribs, bourbon chicken, or “bring on the bacon” 

to quote our tasting room team!  

2 0 1 8  F R A C T U R E   $ 9 8
1 0 0 %  S Y R A H

Deep and mysterious at �rst sight, Fracture is rich and velvety on your palate. There is an 
interesting balance of earth and fruit, with traces of sweet beets, dark plums and chocolate. 
Though this silky wine will pair with anything, our thoughts are going to salty popcorn by the �re 

or Dutch Gouda cheese with some black truf�e mustard. 

2 0 1 8  T E M P R A N I L L O   $ 8 5
1 0 0 %  T E M P R A N I L L O

Bright ruby color with heavy notes of candied rhubarb on the nose. It is savory with hints of 
many different spices: clove, cinnamon, nutmeg and some grilled cedar plank. This wine will 
change your mindset about the Tempranillo varietal; it will drink beautifully now but can age 

for years to come. 

2 0 1 9  P I N K   $ 3 0
5 0 %  G R E N A C H E ,  3 5 %  S Y R A H ,  1 5 %  M O U R V È D R E

Always our springtime and Sunday brunch favorite, the 2019 vintage rocks a beautiful fuchsia 
color. With a nose full of fresh rose petal and watermelon, there are bright notes of ripe, red 
grapefruit and Pink Lady apple on the palate. This rosé is dry with a long �nish for a “pink” wine!
